How To Post Images In This Theme
I wanted to share the easiest way to post images in this theme. You can do it the same as with most themes. However, I have assigned a few classes to images within the post entry that will make it much easier to place them where you want them.

When putting in the code, I already have the align, vspace, and hspace worked into the theme. For instance, if you want to place an image on the left side of your post with the text wrapping around it, you would just add class=”left”.

The same is true for an image you would like to place on the right. Just change the class to “right”. The correct amount of space between the image and text is already worked into the CSS of the theme.

To place an image in the center, just assign it a class of “center”. That’s pretty easy, huh?

If you would like a frame around that image, just add that to the class.

If you would like to post two images side by side, all you have to do is add the word stack to each image class.
